Agrilus bilineatus 

A threat to oak and chestnut trees 

 

 

 

 

 

 

What is it? The two-lined chestnut borer (Agrilus bilineatus - Coleoptera: Buprestidae) originates from eastern North America 

where it is generally a secondary pest infesting and killing oak and chestnut trees weakened by various stress events. This pest, 

which has been introduced into Turkiye could become a devastating pest in Europe given the importance of oak and chestnut trees 

in forests. 

How to recognise it? Signs of infestation include characteristic “D” shaped exit holes, as well as dieback and death of trees. The 

yellow stripes along the body and head of the adults are only found on this species. adults are between 5 – 13 mm long.
